Kintsugi Kit )
=

- Mugi urushi - Mix flour and water to a chewing gum-like consistency, then
add Kiurushiin a ratio of 1:1.5-2. Use this mixture for bonding pieces together.

What to remember...

- Sabi urushi / Combine Tonoko and water to form a thick mustard-like paste,
then mix with Kiurushi in a ratio of 1:0.7. This is used for filling gaps after
bonding.

- Kokuso urushi / Blend Kinoko with Mugi Urushi in a 2:1 ratio.
This is used for repairing missing parts.
